September 27: THE ASSASSINATION OF TROTSKY — Great Britain, 1972
Director: Joseph Losey. With Richard Burton, Alain Delon. Losey’s film deals in fantasies and hallucination, its climate one
of obscure feuds and distant political upheavals

October 11: LOVE — Hungary, 1971
Director: Karoly Makk. With Lili Darva, Mari Torocsik. This exceptionally fine Hungarian film about death and renewal is
made with a sense of melancholy and a rich understanding of mortality.

November 1: TEN FROM YOUR SHOW OF SHOWS — U.s.A., 1973
Director: Max Liebman. This is a compilation of programs selected from one of America’s landmark comedy shows of the
50’s that starred Sid Caesar, Imogene Coca and Carl Reiner.

November 15: WE STILL KILL THE OLD WAY — /zaly, 1966
Director: Elio Petri. With Gian Maria Volonte. A professor finds himself involved with murder in his own Mafia-ridden
Sicilian town and tries to unravel the mystery as the town watches in silence.

December 6: MACBETH — Great Britain, 1971
Director: Roman Polanski. With John Finch. Torn from Polanski’s imagination and flung into some medieval limbo, the
images are often gripping. The poetry of the play as well as its force however remain intact.

January 24: THE PEDESTRIAN — Germany, 1973

Director: Maximilian Schell. The second film directed by Schell broods heavily over the guilt of a promment German mdus—

trialist who may or may not have participated in executing the inhabitants of a smalt Greek vitlage.

February 14: JE T'AIME, JE T'AIME — France, 1968
Director: Alain Resnais. Wlth Claude Rich, Olga Georges-Picot. Resnais’ fascination with time given a new twist: “‘real” time
travel. Told as a straight story, this is in fact a parable of our times.

March 7: DODES'KA-DEN — Japan, 71970
Director: Akira Kurosawa. With Toshire Mifune. A Kurosawa film witheut its scowling superhuman seems a contradiction in
terms, but Dodes’ka-den deals with a shanty-town society in which leadership is unknown.

March 28: LA GRANDE BOUFFE — France-izaly, 1973
Director: Marco Ferreri. With Marcello Mastroianni, Michel Piccoli. Two of the seven deadly sins, namely gluttony and lust,
are explored ad nauseam in La Grande Bouffe, probably the most controversial major film since Last Tango /n1 Paris.

April 25: END OF THE ROAD — U.S.A., 1968
Director: Aram Avakian. With Stacey Keach, James Earl Jones. An experience; not a movie but a cinematic assault on the
audience. A baroque and pointedly absurd vision of the state of affairs in America.
